POOL HOURS:
The pool will operate 7 days a week, beginning May 29, 2010 and closing September 6th.  Hours will be noon until 8 p.m.  Additional weekend swim dates may be added in September and will be announced by Labor Day weekend.
Regular hours, 10 a.m. – 10 p.m., will begin when Baltimore County Public Schools are no longer in session, and will end Sunday, August 29th.
MEMBERSHIP CARDS:
Membership cards, with pictures, will be kept at the pool gate for proper identification upon entering.  Membership cards are not transferable.

FAMILY MEMBERSHIP:
Family membership consists of only parent members and their children living with them.  (This does not include married children, grandchildren, nieces, sitters, etc.).  Children over the age of 25 living with their parents must provide proof of residence. Babysitter policy is printed on the 2010 membership pamphlet.
GUESTS:
Members may bring guests to the pool.  No family may register more than 10 guests per day.  Members are responsible for their guests.  Guests must be accompanied by and registered by a pool member.  Guests under age 12 must be signed in by an adult.
DAILY GUEST FEES:
Weekdays and weekends:  $5.00.  All grandchildren $3.00 when accompanied by a grandparent and vice versa.  No charge for children under two years old when accompanied by an adult. 

HOUSE GUESTS:
Weekly passes, sold at the gate, for overnight house guests are available for one week (7 consecutive days - rain or shine).  The fee is $40.00 for a family.  Adult members must purchase the pass.  
POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS:
· Pool members and guests are required to use common courtesy and treat pool management and patrons with respect.  Verbal or physical threats are not tolerated.

· Children 8 years and older who have passed their yearly deep-water test are permitted to come to the pool alone.

· Children under 12 years, who have not passed their deep-water test, must be actively supervised by an adult, babysitter or sibling over 13 years of age.
· Children under 2 years old are not allowed in the main pool.  Diapers and children who are not toilet trained are prohibited in the main pool.
· The deep-water area (beyond the second rope) is restricted to those who have passed the deep-water test.  The deep-water test is mandatory for all children until their 13th birthday. To pass the deep-water test, you must swim two (2) widths of the pool continuously and tread water for one minute.

· Alcoholic beverages, profanity, and gambling are prohibited.  Glass is prohibited.
· Food must be consumed in designated area.


· Soliciting is prohibited.

· Pool management is not responsible for personal property.  Lost and found will be cleared regularly.

· Running, horseplay, and dangerous acts are strictly prohibited.

· Floatation devices, diving rings, and nerf balls may be used only at the discretion of the management.  Large floatation devices are not allowed if there are more than 100 people in the pool.  No water wings.  No diving sticks.
· Ladders are to be used to leave the diving board area. 

· Shower before entering the pool, after athletic activities, and after exiting the sandbox.

· Management reserves the right to close the pool when deemed necessary.

· Vandalism, trespassing, or defacing of pool property will result in automatic suspension of pool privileges.  Restitution for any damages will be required. 

POOL USE GUIDELINES:
· Refrain from using the pool if you have any   
open sores or rashes.

· Wear proper bathing attire.

· Do not loiter outside of pool grounds.

· No smoking on the pool grounds.

· Do not take food or drink near pool water.

· Use proper receptacles for trash on and around pool property.

· Chairs are not to be reserved for other members not already at the pool.

· Show proper consideration for neighboring property regarding trash, parking, and noise.

· Do not leave vehicles unattended at the pool gate.

· Use the bicycle racks. No riding of bicycles, scooters, or skateboards inside the pool gate.

· Direct all concerns to the manager or assistant manager before discussion with the pool committee.
