Treasurer Report- Jon Carpenter (Richard Letocha absent):

· There is a $13,061.94 deficit this year. The deficit was primarily caused by two factors:
· A $10,000 investment in the new website

· Oktoberfest, which is generally a money maker for the community, lost money this year due to bad weather
· Next year we hope to break even.
Pool Chairperson – Kevin Bowie:
· The pool repair was successfully completed.  No future problems are foreseen.  
· Pool patrons seemed pleased with Mike, the new pool manager.  Mike will be joining us again next year.

· No major purchases are foreseen for 2010. 
· The pool house and bathroom renovations will be under consideration.

· Ellen Roberts will take over Kevin's position on the 2010 Pool Board.
Citizens on Patrol (COP)- Jeff Walen
· Recruiting COP members will remain a top priority.  

· If you walk, jog or bike in the neighborhood and would like a COP vest, please contact Jeff.  Visibility is the key to our COP program.
· Jeff would like to establish a committee approach to our neighborhood COP.

· There was a small crime wave in Stoneleigh and the surrounding communities at the end of the summer.  

· There is a grant available that may help purchase flashlights and car lights.

· The same events are planned for next year.  However, Stoneleigh Elementary School (SES) will no longer allow the community to use its facilities.

· A community member suggested that the neighborhood should protest SES's new policy.
